Cathy began visiting bars 

when she was a teenager. Alcohol 
soon became a way of life. So did 
arrests for public intoxication, DUI 
and worse. She was in and out of 
jail and halfway houses, wearing 
an ankle bracelet monitor and even 
under house arrest.

She drifted. She tried rehab 
programs then got bounced 
out. She would get a job and an 
apartment, and then spend her 
paycheck on alcohol and get 
evicted for non-payment of rent.

“It is horrible being homeless,” 
Cathy remembers. For an entire 
year, she slept in a boyfriend’s 
car. “That was bad,” Cathy says. 
“Winter...summer. I don’t know 
which was worse, the heat or the 
cold. We would eat at the soup 
kitchen. I ate a lot of stuff out of 
the can. It was not a good time. 

It was not pleasant at all. It was...
humiliating.”

Cathy even bounced in and 
out of Wheeler Mission. Alcohol 
always drew her away, but love 
kept drawing her back. On one 
of her returns to us, a worker 
hugged her and said, “You have 
a lot of people praying for you.” 
Cathy remembers being surprised. 
“Maybe they really care,” she 
thought. “Maybe I could get 
straightened around.”

She would sometimes try to 
establish a “normal” life – visiting 
her daughter and babysitting her 
granddaughter. But alcohol always 
won her back.

God finally used Cathy’s five-
year-old granddaughter to break 
through. 

“Grandma,” she said,        
   “you are so silly   
     sleeping in a car.”

That hit hard. 
Finally, Cathy turned to us – 

again. “I knew I needed to get right 
with God,” she says.

By God’s grace, with support 
from friends like you, we took her 
into our Higher Ground Addiction 
Recovery Program. We loved her. 
We immersed her in Scripture and 
in a life of stability and discipline.

“Mom, you are 
sober,” she said. “I was praying for 
that all my life. God answered my 
prayer.” And ours.
